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Burys Court Triumph In Hardest Test Yet!!  

 

Our Burys Court hockey players have ðlike Captain Kirk - now gone where none of our Under 

Eleven teams have gone before! On Wednesday, the youngsters extended their winning 

streak to a record five games by beating Reigate St.Maryõs 3-1 at the Hartswood Ground. 

What made this game close to remarkable was that all our players were under ten whereas 

St.Maryõs fielded an entire team  of Under Elevens!  

I am now becoming seriously amazed at the skill levels of this team. Everyone was a 

hero ðso much so that two of the boys refused to go off despite being in tears due to the 

pain resulting from nasty, bloody knees burned by the astro -turf.  

Any team containing Oscar Loft has to be a serious force. It was Loft who yet again 

opened the scoring; a typical series of Indian dribbling skills followed by a dextrous flick of 

the wrists sent the ball speeding into the goal. A Reigate equaliser quickly ensued which 

indicated that this was going to be a game of great skill and very high intensity. Indeed, it 

was ðvery much so! 

Loft scored another goal ten minutes later (his tenth in five games!) having run into 

the D and received a great cross from George Mustchin on the right. Mustchinõs skills 

throughout the game again matched those of Loftõs; their wrist work and speed really does 

need seeing to be believed. And when Mustchin hits the ball, it says hit! One shot in the D 

was larruped with extraordinary ferocity; it missed the target by a whisker.  

A 2 -1 lead at half -time became 3 -1 when a pass from Loft at the centre was hit 

towards debutant Peter Fitzgibbons who, lurking on the left post, calmly scored his first 

ever goal. 

Even without regular skipper Oliver Bruml, away on an educational visit, the team 

triumphed. Both Mustchin and Corbyn Johannes carried on through the pain barrier, 

Johannesõ tight marking being complimented by effective, low tackling by fellow back Edward 

Wilkinson. Ryan Thorpe, as left wing back, played a disciplined role as he kept to his position 

well. Nick Gill came on towards the end and performed in similar vein.  

Liam Patel made three saves; one was truly astonishing. A ball cracked at him from 

the top of the D like a tracer bullet was kicked out with equal velocity by a boy who 

concentrates fully at all times ðeven when the ball is far off. Liamõs reactions, anticipation 

and naked courage mark him down as a priceless member of this team.  

Freddie Carpenter came with us as a watching sub. He must have learnt more in forty 

minutes than a dozen coaching sessions could deliver. He shared in the amazing 

competitiveness of the best Under Ten/Eleven hockey squad that I have seen in my 21 years 

at Burys Court.  

The readers of these hockey notes may well accuse this writer of hyperbole. Fair 

enough but I would challenge you to come and see the skills and intensity which characterise 

this team before you deliver your verdict. You may well change your mind!  

 Now, with two games to go, we really can attempt to reach the pinnacle ðnot an 

unbeaten seasonébut a totally victorious one!
